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This Day in the History of the Marine Corps

OCTOBER

1 October 1997The first African-American female colonel in the Mae Corps was promoted to that rank
during a ceremony at MCAS Cherry Point, North CaenlColonel Gilda A. Jackson, a native of Columbus
Ohio, made Marine Corps history when she achieweddnk of colonel. She was serving as Speciakbi®j
Officer, 2d Marine Aircraft Wing at the time of hpromotion.

5 October 1775Meeting in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, the 2d Gurital Congress used the word
"Marines" on one of the earliest known occasiorfsenvit directed General George Washington to secure
two vessels on "Continental risque and pay", argive orders for the "proper encouragement to the
Marines and seamen” to serve on the two armed.ships

6 October 1945Major General Keller E. Rockey, Commanding GendhaAmphibious Corps, accepted
the surrender of 50,000 Japanese troops in Norita@n behalf of the Chinese Nationalist government
8 October 1899A force of 375 Marines under command of future Gandant George F. Elliott, attacked
and captured the insurgent town of Novaleta, LuBmljippine Islands, and linked up with U.S. Army
troops. There were 11 Marine casualties.

11 October 1951A Marine battalion was flown by transport heliceqst to a frontline combat position for
the first time, when HMR-161 lifted the 3d Battaljo’th Marines, and its equipment, during Operation
Bumblebee, northeast of Yanggu, Korea.

19 October 19680peration Maui Peak, a combined regimental-sizegation which began on 6 October,
ended 11 miles northwest of An Hoa, Vietham. M&ient300 enemy were killed in the 13-day operation.
23 October 1983At 0622 an explosive-laden truck slammed into thd Beadquarters building in Beirut,
Lebanon, where more than 300 men were billeted.rii&ssive explosion collapsed the building in sespnd
and took the lives of 241 Americans--including 228rines. This was the highest loss of life in agkrday
for Marines since D-Day on lwo Jima in 1945.

28 October 1962An 11,000-man 5th Marine Expeditionary Brigade @&#mp Pendleton by sea for the
Caribbean during the Cuban Missile Crisis. One weaakier, the entire 189,000-man Marine Corps teshb
put on alert and elements of the 1st and 2d Mdimisions were sent to Guantanamo Bay to reinfoinee
defenders of the U.S. Naval Base. Other 2d Divisioits and squadrons from five Marine Aircraft Gosu
were deployed at Key West, Florida, or in Caribbeaters during the Cuban crisis.

31 October 1919A patrol of Marines and gendarmes, led by Sergeentnan H. Hanneken, disguised
themselves as Cacos and entered the headquarthestéditian Caco Leader, Charlemagne Peralténdill
the bandit chief, and dispersing his followers.ggéant Hanneken and Corporal William R. Button wesaeh
awarded the Medal of Honor.
