This Day in the History of the Marine

Corps

NOVEMBER

10 November 1921This date marked the first formal
commemoration of the birthday of the Marine Corps a
10 November. On 21 October 1921, Maj Edwin
McClellan, OIC of the Historical Section, HQMC, $en
a memo to MajGen Commandant John A. Lejeune,
suggesting that the original birthday of 10 Novembe
1775 be declared a Marine Corps holiday to be
celebrated throughout the Corps. Accordingly, on 1
Nov 1921, Gen Lejeune issued Marine Corps Order
No. 47 summarizing the history, mission, and tiadit
of the Corps, and directed that it be read to every
command each 10 November.

13 November 1982The Vietnam Veterans Memorial,
containing the names of more than 13,000 Marines
who lost their lives in Vietham, was dedicated tiage
at the Memorial site in Washington, D.C. The
dedication and parade that preceded it were pat of
week-long National Salute to Vietnam Veterans.

17 November 1918The 4th Marine Brigade, as part of
the 2d Division, American Expeditionary Force, hega
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its march to the Rhine River, passing through Beiygi
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and Luxembourg, as part of the American forces
occupying a defeated Germany.

25 November 1968The conclusion of Operation
Lancaster Il ended 10 months of action againsvike
Cong and North Vietnamese Army troops in the west-
central sector of the demilitarized zone regioneOv
1,800 enemy were killed, 42 captured, and 913
weapons seized during the operation.

27 November 1950n a carefully planned assault,
eight Chinese Communist divisions in Korea launched
a massive attack which had as its expressed purpose
the destruction of the 1st Marine Division. Thisiac

led to the successful southward Marine Corps attack
out of the Changjin (Chosin) Reservoir to the calast
port of Hungnam.

DECEMBER

4 December 195Q:tCol Raymond G. Davis led his
battalion into Hagaru-Ri, Korea after four days of
intense fighting in the mountain passes against a
numerically superior hostile force. His battalidst
Battalion, 7th Marines, helped clear the way fa Hth
and 7th Marines, and LtCol Davis was awarded the
Medal of Honor for his heroism.

6 December 1928A small detail of Marines under
Captain Maurice G. Holmes defeated Nicaraguan
bandits near Chuyelite. GySgt Charles Williams was
mortally wounded during the fighting. Capt Holmes
was later awarded the Navy Cross for gallantry, and
posthumous award was given to GySgt Williams.

8 December 1941]apanese aircraft attacked Wake
Island within hours of the fateful attack on Pearl
Harbor. Marines of the 1st Defense Battalion and
Marine Fighting Squadron 211 resisted Japanese
invasion attempts for over two weeks before finally
succumbing to an overwhelming force.

9 December 1992Marines of the 15th Marine
Expeditionary Unit (Special Operations capable)
landed in Somalia kicking off Operation Restore Elop
the largest humanitarian relief operation of itscki
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A big round of applause to those Auxiliary
members that took the time to provide us with
treats after our Installation meeting.
